GENERAL CONDITIONS

Article 1: Liability

Each party of this agreement shall exonerate the other from any civil liability for damages suffered
by them or their staff as a result of performance of this agreement, provided such damages are not
the result of serious and deliberate misconduct on the part of the other party or his staff.

The National Agency of Poland, the European Commission or their staff shall not be held liable in
the event of a claim under the agreement relating to any damage caused during the execution of the
mobility period. Consequently, the National Agency of Poland or the European Commission shall
not entertain any request for indemnity of reimbursement accompanying such claim.

Article 2: Termination of the agreement

In the event of failure by the participant to perform any of the obligations arising ffom the
agreement, and regardless of the consequences provided for under the applicable.Jaw, the
organisation is legally entitled to terminate or cancel the agreement withoutany furtherlegal
formality where no action is taken by the participant within one month ofdeceiving notification by
registered letter.

If the participant terminates the agreement before its agreement ends'or ifithey fail to follow the
agreement in accordance with the rules, they shall have to refund the amodnt of the grant already
paid, except if agreed differently with the sending organisation.

In case of termination by the participant due to “forcesmajeure®, i.e. an.unforeseeable exceptional
situation or event beyond the participant's controland not attributable to error or negligence on their
part, the participant shall be entitled to receive at leastithe amount'of the grant corresponding to the
actual duration of the mobility period. Any remaining funds shall have to be refunded.

Article 3: Data Protection
